back-to-school items. I also encourage you to

basic premise is to provide immediate assistance
once an individual has consciously decided to
seek help. Anyone, not just residents, may walk
into any Vestavia Hills fire station or the police
department at any time, day or night, and ask
for help without fear of being arrested. If the
individual has drugs on their person, the drugs
will be confiscated, but no arrests will be made.
'The individual will be assessed by our first
responders and then an appropriate recovery
resource agency will be contacted straightaway.
The responding agency then will provide the
necessary assessment and placement depending

on the individual’s needs and financial ability.
